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About the City

The second largest city of Belgium, Antwerp, is known for its architectural
beauty and its diamond industry. A few examples of the monuments found
in this city are the eleventh century Castle by the river, the Gothic
Cathedral, and the Renaissance Town Hall. The beauty of these was
recognized when the city received the 1988 “ Eur op e
the 1993 “Cultural
of the largest ports in the world, linked to the North Sea by the Scheldt and
the Westerschelde.

Antwerp is also home of outstanding art museums that offer a wide
collection of masterpieces from the old Flemish era to the modern period.
It also houses numerous paintings of Peter Raul Rumens who lived in
Antwerp in the 17th Century. Its paintings reflect the life of the city during
that flourishing time.

Antwerp is also notable for its zoo, which is one of the oldest and most
famous zoos in the world. The Antwerp Zoo is located in the middle of the
city and hosts more than 4000 animals. The Royal Society for Zoology has
watched over the welfare of numerous animals and helped protect
threatened animals for more than 100 years.

The city is also known for its diamond industry. The volume of trading of
Antwerp diamonds is the largest of the world. One certainly cannot leave
the city without visiting the diamond district around the Railway Station.

Students will also appreciate the location of the city. Antwerp is located
only thirty minutes away from Brussels (the capital of Belgium) by train.
Other major cities that can be easily reached by train from are: Amsterdam
(2 hrs.), Luxembourg (3 hrs.), Paris (2 hrs.) and London (3 1/2 hrs. by train,
45 min. by plane).
