The heart's main artery is Rue St Jean, clogged
bars, cafes, restaurants and drifting clots of tourists, while running alon
cliff edge is a viewsome boardwalk called Terrasse Dufferin. Just nort
busy Place Royal at the eastemmd of Lower Town, and surrounded by tl
oldest network of streets in the city, is Old Port (Vieux Poatinore apt name
would be NotSoOld Port, as the area has undergone signific
redevelopment.
