Polyureas
Polyureas area have excellent antiblast properties and are of interest in any situation where explosions, whether accidental or intentional, are possible.  Unfortunately, they may not be used currently because the building codes require fire properties which they do not have.  One of the major projects in the laboratory is to devise fire retardant systems which will limit the flammability and enable utilization of these materials where they are needed.  The primary focus of the work is to combine additives to achieve the necessary fire retardancy.  The problem is defined by the need to retain the antiblast properties so that one must limit the amount of additives that are put into the material so as to not compromise the antiblast properties.
