Course Description:  When Dan Brown’s The Da Vinci Code and Angels and Demons recently swept the best-seller lists it should have been no surprise to anyone who understands the long history of Catholic and anti-Catholic themes in popular literature and culture. Looking back as far as Chaucer and earlier, the Roman Catholic Church has been constructed as a powerful disciplinary structure that has not always adhered to its own principles.  In this course we will examine the shape and ideological configurations of Catholic and anti-Catholic themes from late eighteenth-century British literature through the films of Alfred Hitchcock (I Confess).  Specifically, we will begin with a brief survey of works influenced by the anti-clericalism of the French Revolution (Diderot’s The Nun) and then move to the major gothic, romantic, Victorian, and contemporary classics of religious fiction.  Some of the works to be read are Denis Diderot’s The Nun; Matthew Lewis’s The Monk; Ann Radcliffe’s The Italian; Sydney Owenson’s The Missionary; John Cardinal Newman’s Loss and Gain and the poetry of Gerard Manly Hopkins, SJ; Graham Greene’s The Power and the Glory and The End of the Affair, and a collection of contemporary American short stories.
An oral report, a book review, a conference paper, and a research paper are the requirements for the course.

THE BOOK REVIEW IS ASSESSED ACCORDING TO YOUR SUMMARY OF THE BOOK’S CONTENTS; YOUR DESCRIPTION OF THE BOOK’S STRENGTHS; DESCRIPTION OF THE BOOK’S WEAKNESSES; YOUR ABILITY TO SET THE BOOK INTO THE CONTEXT OF OTHER TREATMENTS OF THE SAME TOPIC; AND YOUR AUTHORITATIVE VOICE AND TONE (EACH COMPONENT WORTH 20%: 5 x 20 = 100)

2. THE CONFERENCE PAPER IS ASSESSED ACCORDING TO AN ENGAGING INTRODUCTION; THE QUALITY OF YOUR HANDOUT; A CLEAR STATEMENT OF YOUR THESIS; THE SPECIFIC SUPPORT YOU USE FROM THE TEXT; A SUCCINCT USE OF RESEARCH AND THEORY (EACH COMPONENT WORTH 20%:  5 X 20 = 100).

3. THE RESEARCH PAPER IS ASSESSED ACCORDING TO ITS THESIS; THE QUALITY OF THE RESEARCH; ITS TEXTUAL ANALYSIS; ITS USE AND CONTROL OF SCHOLARLY CONVENTIONS; ITS ABILITY TO SET ITSELF WITHIN THE LARGER THEORETICAL CONTEXTS OF THE FIELD (EACH COMPONENT WORTH 20%: 5 X 20 = 100).

4. THE ORAL REPORT IS ASSESSED ACCORDING TO ITS PRESENTATION OF THE THESIS; ITS SUMMARY OF RELEVANT RESEARCH; ITS APPLICATION TO THE LITERARY TEXT; ITS ABILITY TO SET THE TOPIC WITHIN ITS HISTORICAL CONTEXT  (EACH COMPONENT WORTH 25%: 4 X 25 = 100).

THE BOOK REVIEW IS WORTH 20%; THE ORAL REPORT IS WORTH 20%; THE CONFERENCE PAPER IS WORTH 15%; THE RESEARCH PAPER IS WORTH 45%.
