Renascence sponsors lecture on Cormac McCarthy’s The Road


Professor Thomas H. Schaub, editor of Contemporary Literature and chair of the English Department at the University of Wisconsin Madison, will discuss “Secular Scripture and Cormac McCarthy’s novel, The Road” at 4 p.m., Thursday, April 16 in the Lunda Room of the Alumni Memorial Union on the Marquette University campus.* The lecture is free and open to the public.  A reception will follow the talk.


Sponsored by Renascence: Essays on Values in Literature, this third biennial Joseph M. Schwartz lecture, will also be distributed to individuals attending the lecture, as part of the spring issue of Renascence.  Renascence is the sixty year old scholarly journal published at Marquette, whose current editor is Dr. Ed Block, Professor of English.

Professor Schaub has published a book on Thomas Pynchon, edited a collection of essays on Pynchon’s novel, The Crying of Lot 49, and written scholarly essays on such writers as William Carlos Williams, Ralph Ellison, Gilbert Sorrentino, and Marilynne Robinson.  Since 1989 he has edited Contemporary Literature, a journal of interviews, literary scholarship, and book reviews published at the University of Wisconsin Madison.

Professor Joseph Schwartz, whom the biennial lecture honors, taught for more than forty years at Marquette and – during his long tenure -- he was both editor of Renascence and chair of the English Department.  He died in 2002.  Renascence continues to solicit donations to endow the Schwartz lecture.  Checks can be made out to the Joseph M.
