Community Counseling: 

Addiction Counseling Track (ACT)
The Addiction Counseling Track (ACT) is one of the specialty areas within the Community Counseling Program and was the first Masters Degree program in Wisconsin to earn full accreditation from the Wisconsin Certification Board http://www.wisconsincertificationboard.org/. Substance Use Disorder (Addiction) counselor certification is the hallmark of the Substance Use Disorder counseling profession. Credential requirements reflect the high standards of skill and knowledge, conduct and ethics that certified counselors offer to the public and to their employers.  Certification also assures you that you are prepared to provide competent professional care to the consumer. In addition and pursuant to Wisconsin HFS 75 http://dhfs.wisconsin.gov/substabuse/Programs/HFS75/HFS75QA.htm, Community Substance Abuse Service Standards, each public or private substance abuse treatment service certified by the state of Wisconsin must employ Wisconsin Certification Board, Inc. (WCB) certified substance abuse counselors.
The ACT is designed to meet all of the education and training requirements http://www.wisconsincertificationboard.org/CADC2_3.htm of the Wisconsin Certification Board (WCB) http://www.wisconsincertificationboard.org/degreeprograms.htm .  Ordinarily the WCB requires 4000 hours of work experience, however master’s or doctorate degree from a WCB accredited academic based institution may be used for 2000 hours of work experience and 500 hours of counseling experience. By virtue of earning your masters degree at Marquette University the work experience requirements are cut in half (essentially by one year of full time work). Research Centers Associated with the Counseling and Educational Psychology Department 

All of the full-time faculty are engaged in a variety of research projects with which students may become involved. In addition, department faculty are associated with two research centers which provide a variety of excellent opportunities for research and professional training related to addiction.

The Center For Addiction and Behavioral Health Research (CABHR) 

http://www3.uwm.edu/dept/cabhr/  is a consortium of public and private health and educational organizations conducting health care research. The consortium includes Marquette University, the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee, Aurora Health Care, and Rogers Memorial Hospital. The Center focuses on addiction and behavioral health, and over 50 individuals associated with the Center have been involved in major federally funded research projects. Dr. Todd C. Campbell is Director of The Instrumentation & Methodology Core, Director of the CABHR-Rogers Memorial Hospital Site, a member of the Executive Committee of CABHR, and a Center scientist. Dr. Tim Melchert is a CABHR Center Scientist.

The Integrative Neuroscience Research Center (INRC)  http://www.marquette.edu/chs/inrc/ serves to promote the exchange of ideas among Marquette neuroscience research faculty members, thereby increasing quality faculty and students, and strengthening of educational offerings in this area. The INRC is comprised of over 25 faculty members, and meets monthly around a seminar series. It serves Marquette students and faculty by providing a richer and more formal neuroscience environment, as well as the provision of summer research apprenticeships within laboratories of center members.  The INRC enables Marquette University to use its highly visible and expanding field.  Dr. Todd C. Campbell is a Center Scientist.
Required Coursework 

The following sequence of courses is recommended for full-time students in the Master’s in Counseling program. If students take nine credit hours each semester and six credits during the summers, they can complete the program in two years. Each course is scheduled to be offered on an annual basis so part-time students will also be able to count on taking needed courses according to this sequence.
