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Promoting Equity and Social Change 

In May 2008, the Provost approved the 

establishment and operation of counseling clinics and 

related research in the Department of Counseling 

and Educational Psychology.  
 

“The on-campus clinic is essential to the COEP 

teaching and research mission and provides a 

“headquarters” for off-campus clinics and research 

activities,” said Dr. Campbell, who oversees 

Counseling Clinics and Research Services 

operations.  
 

Currently, the CCRS is comprised of the 7Cs Clinic 

& Addiction/Mental Health Research Services, the 

Behavior Clinic, and the Culture & Well-Being Lab. The Clinics allow COEP faculty to conduct

research, either in clinics they establish or in collaboration with 

existing clinics. COEP is also pursuing Wisconsin Department of 

Health and Family Services clinic certifications in Community 

Substance Abuse Services and Comprehensive Community Services 

for Persons with Mental Disorders and Substance-Use Disorders.  
 

The CCRS is located within the COEP department, where current 

spaces have been repurposed with no construction and few added 

costs. Six observation rooms previously used by the Hartman Literacy 

& Learning Center will be used to provide professional counseling 

services. The former student lounge was converted to a group room, 

a former adjunct faculty office is the waiting room, a graduate assistant 

office will be used as an assessment room, and the “fishbowl 

office” (affectionately named by the Schmitt Fellows who occupied it) 

will be the reception area. The Counseling rooms remain available for 

“skills courses” but are much more conducive to counseling.   
 

The 7Cs Community Counseling Clinic was established in 2005 

as a formal partnership between COEP and the Guest House of 

Milwaukee, Inc. to provide counseling services for co-occurring 

addiction and mental health issues. The partnership ended in May 

2008 and the 7Cs Clinic is now one the clinics under the umbrella of 

the COEP‟s CCRS. The department will maintain a relationship with 

the Guest House of Milwaukee to provide counseling, assessment, and 

research services. The 7Cs Clinic is also developing partnerships with 

Marquette services and other community-based organizations. 

Masters students in the addiction/mental health track will participate 

in practicum and internships at the 7Cs Clinic, the Guest House, 

Aurora Family Services, and Aurora Dewey Center. Dr. Campbell is 

Director of the 7Cs Clinic and his NIAAA-funded research grant is 

being conducted in the CCRS. The 7Cs Clinic has several active 

research lines including doctoral dissertations and an exciting 

research partnership with the Biomedical Sciences Department.  

 

The Behavior Clinic , directed by Dr. Robert Fox, was founded 

in 2003 by the School of Education in partnership with Penfield 

Children‟s Center, a large, community-based agency serving inner-

city families with young children who have developmental 

disabilities. Graduate students receive specialized training and gain 

supervised clinical experiences by working directly with the 

children and their families. The clinic also has an applied research 

program that regularly contributes new findings to the field of 

pediatric mental health. The partnership with Penfield is thriving 

and all of the Behavior Clinic counseling services are currently 

offered through Penfield. The new headquarters within the CCRS 

has tightened the partnership between COEP and Penfield and 

opened more possibilities for the already fruitful research lines 

conducted through the Behavior Clinic.  
 

The Culture & Well -Being Lab, directed by Dr. Lisa Edwards, 

focuses on research regarding multicultural issues in psychology 

with a particular focus on understanding individual, family, and 

community strengths that help individuals of diverse racial/ethnic 

backgrounds experience well-being. Currently, five doctoral 

students and three master‟s students work with Dr. Edwards on 

projects related to coping with racism-related stress among racial/

ethnic minority college students; bicultural stress and coping in 

Latino adolescents; biracial/multiracial identity; and familismo in 

Latino youth and adults. The CCRS provides facilities and support 

for the Culture & Well-being Lab to conduct research on-campus 

and supports the efforts of the Lab in the community.

George Lowery says he learned to stretch 

himself while pursuing his master‟s degree at 

Marquette.

Being a teenager is difficult enough. Being a 

teenager who is harassed for appearance, ability, 

sexuality or beliefs is an entirely different story. 

Tina Owen recognized that fact and wanted to 

help those hurt by prejudice.  
 

As the co-founder and a teacher for The Alliance 

School of Milwaukee, Tina does exactly that. The Milwaukee 

Public School charter school opened in 2005 and serves as a 

haven for students who were harassed in regular school 

environments.  
 

Before helping to establish The Alliance School, Tina taught for 

seven years at Milwaukee‟s Washington High School, where she 

served in several leadership roles as a faculty member and 

student adviser. She was recognized in Teen Ink magazine as an 

outstanding educator and recently was highlighted in Milwaukee 

Magazine for her work in the community.  

 

Tina won an Equality Award from the Milwaukee Lesbian Gay 

Bisexual Transgender Community Center for her work in 

advocating for equal rights for LGBT youth, and The Point 

Foundation named her one of its 28 Point Scholars in 2007.  

 

“I am one of those people who can‟t help but get involved when 

I feel passionate about something,” she said.

Four Marquette University alumnae and former members of the 

women‟s basketball team, Tierra Shirley (Education), Kiesha 

Oliver -Hayes (Communication), Moya Baylis (Communication), 

and Ebony Gurndy (Arts & Sciences), are prime examples of 

what happens when Marquette students put their heads together 

to reach out to their community. 
 

In 2007, these talented alums founded the Wisconsin Basketball 

Academy (WBA Prestige). The mission of the WBA is to provide 

young women (ages 12-15) with quality instruction and 

fundamental knowledge of basketball through training, 

development and competition, while instilling values that promote 

professionalism, respect and dedication on and off the court.  The 

program focuses on the total student/athlete and provides 

guidance necessary to prepare young women for their high school 

and collegiate experiences. 
  

Tierra Shirley, who played at Marquette on scholarship, earned the 

highest GPA on the women‟s basketball team for five semesters 

and graduated Cum Laude with a Bachelor of Arts degree in 

Elementary Education and Communication Studies.   
 

“One of the elements that we felt would set us apart from other

While the South 

African government has 

sent troops to quell 

the violence, McGrath 

noted that many 

refugees feel it could do more. She pointed out that most of the 

food and aid given to the refugees comes from volunteers, and 

some are calling for relief from international organizations. 
 

“I really want people back home to see what‟s happening here,” 

McGrath said. She felt strongly enough about the situation to 

submit an opinion piece to the Minneapolis-St. Paul Star Tribune, 

which was published June 3.  
 

As the violence continues, McGrath is teaching her students how 

to become peaceful leaders. “Because it is values-based education, 

everything that I teach about, everything that they do, is geared 

towards molding and shaping them into „emerging leaders‟ who 

are committed to peace and non-violence in all ways and ideals.”  
 

Looking back at her time in South Africa, McGrath feels grateful 

that her experiences taught her about educating a diverse 

audience. “Practically, it gives me things I can use in the 

classroom. It gives me a wider world perspective.” 

  

Kerry McGrath, a junior in the College of Education, is teaching 

leadership to South African children through a Marquette service 

learning program in Cape Town. 
 

The Minnetonka, Minnesota native attends University of the 

Western Cape three days a week. For the remainder of the week, 

she teaches third grade students in the “Junior Emerging 

Leadership Program” at the Global Development for Peace and 

Leadership. The program utilizes values-based education to 

encourage students to become leaders in their community. 
 

“I think (the service learning program) makes me a better teacher, 

because the more I learn, the more I can teach my students,” said 

McGrath.  She decided to enroll in the Cape Town Service 

Learning program because she works for Service Learning at 

Marquette and several friends recommended the program to her. 

She has been in South Africa since the end of January and will 

remain until June 22. 
 

McGrath reported that she has learned how to develop lesson 

plans and modules tailored specifically to South African schools, 

including HIV/AIDS education and prevention, caring for the 

environment, cooperation and solidarity, communication, peace 

and nonviolence, and cultural tolerance.  “The teaching that I do is 

very rewarding,” she commented. “Every time I walk into the 

classroom, my students run up and hug me with huge smiles and 

grins on their faces.”  She said she is grateful to be a stable, 

positive influence in their lives while many struggle with HIV/AIDS, 

poverty and xenophobia. 
 

Outside the classroom, McGrath is also adapting to the heated 

social atmosphere in South Africa. The recent wave of xenophobic 

violence in the region is far from over and McGrath sees that  

most are still coping with the aftermath.

GJCP cofounders Marc Silva and Marisa Green (COEP 

graduate students) created the journal to highlight and 

disseminate graduate student research related to the science 

and practice of psychology. Encouraging interest in and 

production of research among early career graduate students 

is central to GJCP‟s mission. The journal is proud that 69 

percent of published articles are authored by first-year COEP 

students. COEP students at all stages of the program are 

invited to submit their work. 

When asked for his feelings about the inaugural issue, Marc 

Silva remarked, "The response to the publication been 

overwhelmingly positive. The COEP faculty, staff, and fellow 

students have all been very supportive of this initiative, and 

it is wonderful to see this idea develop over time and 

ultimately become a reality." 

 

The premiere issue features 12 research articles (two 

research proposals and ten theoretical/review articles) on 

topics such as psychological assessment, psychotherapeutic 

interventions, and factors affecting mental health and 

behavioral functioning. One section of the journal features 

three articles focusing on multicultural and diversity issues.

Jill Fischer , a fourth grade teacher at St. John Vianney in 

Menomonee Falls, WI and a 1995 Marquette University graduate, 

was named a recipient of a 2008 Herb Kohl Education Foundation 

Fellowship. Jill was the sole elementary school level teacher 

among four teachers in the Archdiocese of Milwaukee to receive 

a Kohl award. 

 

U.S. Senator Herb Kohl established the fellowship program in 

1990 to honor educators who exhibit a superior ability to inspire 

a love of learning in their students, the gift to motivate others, 

and leadership and service within and outside of their 

classrooms.  Annually, the Kohl Foundation awards one hundred 

Wisconsin teachers with $1,000 Kohl Fellowship grants. Each 

Kohl Fellowship recipient's school receives a matching $1,000 

grant. To date, the foundation has awarded $6.4 million to 

Wisconsin educators, students and schools.  

 

Jill plans to use her fellowship award to defray the costs of 

finishing her graduate degree at Marquette. She hopes that the 

matching school grant can be used toward the development of a 

child-safe, tamper-resistant blog that focuses on reading and 

writing for children.
