For our next question, I will briefly discuss flood risks facing your community from the
Menomonee River. I will also present a possible plan to improve on this problem.  After I read
the fol lowing description, I want you to think about what is the most amount of money you
personally would be willing to pay each year out of your household income to implement the
plan I will describe.

We understand that this may be a difficult task, but we encourage you to take your time and give
us your best estimate.  We are mostly interested in what this plan is worth to you.  If it is simply
not worth anything to you, or you can �t afford to pay money, a dollar amount of zero is a sensible
answer. But if it is worth something to you, any dollar amount over zero makes sense.

Let �s begin.

Scientists say that as an area becomes more urban and less rural, there is increased runoff.  That
is, more of the rain that falls on the land runs into streams and rivers instead of soaking into the
land. This makes the kind of flooding that damages peoples' homes more frequent.  It also
increases the size of the area that is flooded so homes that are not currently at risk of flooding
will face risks in the future as the flood plain expands.
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Flooding can create numerous types of losses for residents in the community, including:

Damage to homes and property,
Lower property values for those in the flood plain,.
Harm to local businesses,
Damage to roads and public buildings, 
And floods can even jeopardize liv es and safety.

Scientists estimate that if current development trends continue, the risk of flooding will be
roughly 3 to 5 times higher than it currently is.  That is, the risk of flooding in any given year will
increase from 1% to 5% for most households in the flood plain.  However, in some parts of the
flood plain, such as Piggsville and the eastern part of the village of Wauwatosa, there will be an
even greater risk of flooding.  In addition, up to 30 homes and other buildings that are not at risk
now will be at risk of flooding as the flood plain expands. 

Scientists also say that there are projects that could permanently maintain the size of the
floodplain and keep the likelihood of floods the same as it is now.  These projects would involve
some combination of the following actions:

Creating ponds to hold flood waters;
Creating or restoring wetlands and green space to absorb water during heavy rains;
Cleaning brush and debris from shorelines;
Widening and dredging some sections of rivers and streams;
Building dikes along the river;
Limiting the amount of land in the flood plain that is, or can be, developed.

To give you some points of reference, you should know that the average household in the four
county metropolitan area of Milwaukee pays about:

$8 a year for ambulance service,
$54 a year for parks and recreation,
$95 a year for highway construction, maintenance and administration,
$203 a year for law enforcement and fire protection,
$1500 a year for public education.

Please note that these are only averages and individual tax obligations may differ.  Keep these
values in mind and assume that the expense of this project would be spread out among all
residents of the Menomonee River watershed for the next 20 years. Please remember that the
money you would provide would not be available for your other purposes, such as your personal
needs or other programs you might want to fund.
