Winners are selected entirely on the basis of how they perform at the competition.

The winner of a college scholarship must initially enroll in the sponsoring college to
receive the award (i.e., if you win the business competition, you must initially enroll
in the College of Business Administration; if you change to another Marquette college
after the first semester, the scholarship will transfer with you.)

Most scholarships are $2,500 for each of eight semesters. See college listings for details.

MARQUETTE UNIVERSITY SCHOLARSHIP COMPETITIONS

Helen Way Klingler College of
Arts and Sciences

Competition date: Saturday, Feb. 11, 2012
Registration deadline: Friday, Feb. 3, 2012
Award amount: $20,000 scholarships
Number of awards offered: 25

Winners must enroll in the Klingler College of Arts and Sciences. Winners will receive $2,500
for each of eight semesters provided they meet scholarship renewal requirements. You may
take only one test. (Your testing area does not need to be your area of academic interest.)

Examination content
Biology: This comprehensive examination covers topics of introductory college biology.

Chemistry: This comprehensive examination covers topics of standard secondary school
chemistry. Scientific calculators are allowed, but no graphing calculators or any calculator that
allows storage of formulas is allowed.

English: This essay examination covers prose and poetry.

Foreign language (French, German, Latin or Spanish):
A substantial part of the test involves listening comprehension. Students will listen to statements
and respond on an answer sheet. The other part is a written multiple-choice test.
Note: e You are not eligible if you are a native speaker (or equivalent) in the language tested.
® The Latin exam does not include a listening comprehension section.

U.S. history: This two-part examination comprises 100 multiple-choice gquestions and three
essay questions. Material will include U.S. history from 1607 to 1977

Mathematics: This examination comprises multiple-choice questions and problem-solving,
covering standard secondary school math subject matter through precalculus. Calculators are
not permitted.

Physics: This multiple-choice exam covers topics in introductory physics, including mechanics
and elementary thermodynamics. You will need a calculator.

College of
Business Administration

Competition date: Saturday, Feb. 4, 2012

Registration deadline: Friday, Jan. 27, 2012

Award amount: Seven $20,000 scholarships and one $40,000 scholarship
Number of awards offered: Eight

Winners must enroll in the College of Business Administration. Winners of the $20,000
scholarships will receive $2,500 for each of eight semesters, and winners of the $40,000
scholarships will receive $5,000 for each of eight semesters. All scholarships are renewable
provided recipients meet scholarship renewal requirements.

Examination content
The examination combines essay and objective questions in a variety of formats, testing
verbal and quantitative skills and basic business knowledge. Calculators are not permitted.

Theatre scholarship auditions
Acting and directing: Prepare two contrasting monologues, not to exceed
three minutes.

Singing and/or dancing: Prepare one monologue and one song (one verse)
and/or choreographed piece, not to exceed one minute.

Theatre design, technical and management: Prepare for a portfolio review
and interview.

All participating students and their parents are invited to attend a main stage
performance of Defying Gravity, followed by a discussion with the cast and
crew. The performance begins at 7:30 p.m.

Theatre students may participate in auditions Friday and the essay
competition Saturday.

Examination content

includes a brief essay. Bring a calculator.

Clinical laboratory science: The examination is a comprehensive overview of biology and chemistry
(multiple-choice and essay questions). Bring a calculator.

Exercise science/athletic training: The examination covers topics in mathematics and the natural
sciences and includes a brief essay. Bring a calculator.

Speech pathology and audiology: The examination is an essay on the field of human communication and
speech-language pathology.
