Students who have already
earned a bachelor’s degree are not eligible for consideration. These
award programs are renewable provided the recipient maintains good
academic standing and enrolls in 12 credits each semester.

SELECTION CRITERIA

Applicants will be reviewed according to their academic qualifications
(course selection and academic performance), leadership, extracurricu-
lar involvement and essay. Serious consideration will be given to those
applicants who will have completed at least 24 semester hours (or the
equivalent) and earned above a 3.2 cumulative gpa (on a 4.0 scale)

prior to Marquette entry.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

1. To be considered for this scholarship, you must have been admitted to Marquette University as a full-time student.
Transfer students can apply for admission using the online application at www.marquette.edu/undergrad.

2. Complete this scholarship application and essay (see reverse side) and submit to the academic dean’s office at
your current institution. All of your scholarship materials must be submitted to Marquette directly from your cur-
rent institution’s academic dean’s office.

3. Note to Academic Dean’s Office: Please submit a letter of support for this student’s scholarship application.
Each semester, only one student from each designated institution will receive the Dean’s Scholarship. Mail all
materials to the address that appears along the bottom of this application.

DEADLINE/TIMELINE

There are no deadlines for these scholarship programs. Scholarship awards will be granted on a rolling (first come/first
served) basis until funds are exhausted. Fall semester admission candidates: scholarship review begins March ISth;
Spring semester admission candidates: scholarship review begins October 15th,
