The goal of the fellowship program is to encourage outstanding 
students to pursue graduate degrees in physics, chemistry, biology, mathematics, 
engineering, and environmental and computer sciences ï fields that will prepare students for 
careers that can make significant contributions in discovery-driven science and science for 
national needs in energy and the environment.  
 
ñTraining the next generation of U.S. scientists and engineers is critical to our future energy 
security and economic competitiveness,ò said Secretary Chu. ñThis fellowship is part of the 
Administrationôs effort to encourage students to direct their talents towards careers in science and 
our nationôs next technology revolution.ò  
 
To be eligible for the fellowship, applicants must be U.S. citizens and currently a first or second 
year graduate student enrolled at a U.S. academic institution, or an undergraduate senior who will 
be enrolled as a first year graduate student by the fall of 2010. Applicants must be pursuing 
graduate study and research in the physical, biological, engineering and computational sciences.

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SOUTHCOM Federal Internships 
(Sophomores through graduate students, all majors) Marquette University has signed a 
Partnership Agreement with SOUTHCOM so that Marquette students can participate in its 
internship program. 
 
The United States Southern Command (SOUTHCOM), located in Miami, Florida, is one of ten 
unified Combatant Commands (COCOMs) in the Department of Defense. Its mission today is to 
conduct military operations and promote security cooperation to achieve U.S. strategic objectives 
in Central and South America and the Caribbean. (There is an office in Washington D.C. that also 
has a few internships.) The intern will participate in tackling the challenges facing the region and 
the command: poverty, inequality, corruption, crime and terrorism. 
 
The SOUTHCOM internships are unpaid but the student will receive a security clearance. This 
paves the way for a much easier entry into working for the U.S. Government after graduation. 
Two Marquette students (now juniors) completed an internship in Miami last summer and both 
plan to return next summer. (They are more than happy to speak with Marquette students.) The 
basic qualifications are that a student cannot be a dual citizen, must have a 3.0 GPA or over, be a 
student the semester after the internship and be highly motivated. Being able to speak Spanish 
(even basically) is a plus but not a requirement. Student applicants should be interested in 
working for the government after graduation and will be placed in a division that matches their 
interests. A specific deadline for applications has not been set (interviews not usually required, 
just a security clearance) but will most likely be at the beginning of second semester. For more 
information, please contact Maryann Desaulniers, Assistant Director, and SOUTHCOM 
Internship Coordinator in the Career Service Center, by e-mail at 
maryann.desaulniers@marquette.edu. 
 
U.S. Department of State Internship Programs
