· SAMI building on 19th street:  bought by MU – will be office space

· First floor of AMU will be renovated.  Working to create storage space on the first floor 

· Phase development 1:  relocate commuter lounge to rm 139 (will have a refrigerator and microwave); quiet lounge will become meeting room (size of rm 227).  This will create 2 meeting rooms 
· Phase 2:  close brooks lounge and create multipurpose space and storage.  

· Phase 3:  expand brew bayou, reorganize and create more booths; renovate MUSG and current student organization space.  
· Phase 4:  rm 163 and 163A become part storage and part improved meeting rooms.  

· Funding:  will start when find funding
