3. Develop and design promotion of health education events and programs; distribute throughout the campus community
4. Present new and existing health education programs to campus and student groups in the residence halls and other campus and surrounding community locations

5. Assist in the design and utilization of program evaluation and needs assessment tools, work with various focus groups

6. Participate in the development and design of passive health education programming (i.e. News Flush©, bulletin boards, brochures, web page, etc.)

7. Assist in Student Health Service/Center for Health Education and Promotion surveys and special projects

8. Networking with professors and other campus professionals in creating opportunities conducive for health education programming and preventive health messages 

9. Assist in development and execution of various health awareness days/weeks on campus: Sexual Violence Awareness Week, Breast Cancer Awareness Days, Great American Smokeout, World AIDS Day, AIDS Awareness Week, Love Your Body Week, Spring Break Awareness Days, Alcohol Awareness Week
