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'Robert J. Daly SJ who preserved this and other re-
marks in his own copious notes of the St. Louis conference,
is Professor of Theology at Boston College and editor of the
scholarly journal, Theological Studies.

1t is remarkable that when a version of this presenta-
tion was delivered to a convention of the Association of
Jesuit Colleges and Universities in New Orleans, my implic-
it critcism of Ignatius, which I had thought rather gently
formulated, met with much more resistance from my Jesuit
audience than the foregoing criticisms of John Paul I1.
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
