MILWAUKEE (March 30, 2009) Culture Shock, hosted by the Marquette University Student 

Government Diversity Commission, will be held on Friday, April 3 from 5 p.m. to 7 p.m. in the 

Alumni Memorial Ballrooms with themed dance workshops, sponsored by the MUSG After Dark 

Commission, to follow from 9 p.m. to 12 a.m.

African, Filipino, Pacific Islander, and many others.  In addition to dancing, Culture Shock highlights 

songs, spoken word, and other artistic performances.
