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Membership
» 580 of Marquette’s full-time undergraduates are members of social Greek-letter organizations. This number

reflects 8.4% of the campus population. By comparison, this percentage was 6.9% in the Spring of 2005 and
7.23% in Spring of 2004.

» 10.2% of women are members of a sorority — by comparison, this figure was 8.6% in the Spring of 2005 and
8.83% in the Spring of 2004.

» 5.5% of men are members of a fraternity — by comparison, this figure was 4.5% in the Spring of 2005 and
5.27% in the Spring of 2004.

Scholarship
» Three fraternities had chapter GPA’s at or above the all-University men’s average (2.90): Kappa Sigma, Delta

Chi, Sigma Chi.

» Four sororities had chapter GPA’s at or above the all-University women’s average (3.06): Alpha Chi Omega,
Alpha Phi, Alpha Xi Delta, Sigma Kappa.

» The all-Greek GPA (3.0) is higher than the all-University average (2.99).

Community Service

» Chapter service projects resulted in a total of 11,500 hours of hands-on service to neighborhood and
community agencies this academic year. This number does not include individual service performed by
members or hours spent raising money through philanthropic activities. By comparison, there were 4,463
service hours last year.

» In addition, Greek chapters raised $32,500 for donations to local and national charities this year. By
comparison, fraternities and sororities raised $19,604 last year.

» (Included in the above numbers and worthy of individual recognition, the women of Alpha Phi who donated
3500 hours in efforts and raised $12,000.)

Campus Involvement
» 85.7% of Greek members reported involvement in other campus organizations and 35.7% serve in campus
leadership roles. In comparison to the Spring 2005, 83.3% of Greek students were involved in other student
organizations and 27.8% held major leadership roles on campus.

Education
» Chapter officers implemented approximately 20 educational programs for their members on topics including
ritual, sexual assault awareness, alcohol awareness, leadership retreats, membership intake, resume building
and study skills.

Judicial
» The IFC and Panhellenic Joint Judicial board did not hear any cases in the Spring 2006 semester; however,
the Judicial Vice Presidents of IFC and Panhellenic had several formal conversations and follow-up letters
with Sigma Phi Epsilon regarding lack of attention to the Risk Management Policy.
