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Membership 

• 665 of Marquette’s full-time undergraduates are members of social Greek-letter organizations. This number 
reflects 9.5% of the campus population.  By comparison, this percentage was 11.1% in the Spring of 2007 and 
8.4% in Spring of 2006. 

• 11.2% of women are members of a sorority – by comparison, this figure was 14.2% in the Spring of 2007 and 
10.2% in the Spring of 2006. 

• 7.4% of men are members of a fraternity – by comparison, this figure was 6.6% in the Spring of 2007 and 
5.5% in the Spring of 2006. 

 
Scholarship 

• Six fraternities had chapter GPA’s at or above the all-University men’s average (2.91): Kappa Sigma, Delta Chi, 
Sigma Chi, Sigma Phi Delta, Sigma Phi Epsilon and Triangle. 

• Five sororities had chapter GPA’s at or above the all-University women’s average (3.06): Alpha Chi Omega, 
Alpha Phi, Alpha Xi Delta, Sigma Kappa and Pi Beta Phi.  

• The all-Greek GPA (3.14) is higher than the all-University average (2.99). 
 

Community Service and Philanthropy 
• Chapter service projects resulted in a total of 11,091 hours of hands-on service to neighborhood and 

community agencies this academic year. This number does not include individual service performed by 
members or hours spent raising money through philanthropic activities.  

• In addition, Greek chapters raised $39,245 for donations to local and national charities this year.  
 
Campus Involvement 

• 72.8% of Greek members reported involvement in other campus organizations and 31.4% serve in campus 
leadership roles.  

 
Education 

• Chapter officers implemented approximately 20 educational programs for their members on topics including 
risk management, sexual assault awareness, alcohol awareness, leadership development retreats, recruitment 
training, resume building and study skills.   

 
Expansion 

• An expansion committee was formed to explore the possibility of colonizing a multicultural fraternity at 
Marquette. In April, IFC passed (with the recommendation of the expansion committee) its approval for 
Omega Delta multicultural fraternity to colonize on campus in the Fall of 2008.  

 
Judicial 

• The IFC and Panhellenic Joint Judicial board did not hear any cases in the Spring 2008 semester due to the 
revision of the Judicial Board structure. However, the Office of Student Development has approved the 
revisions and the newly selected J-Board will begin training in the Fall of 2008.
