Part Two referenced the possibility of a graduated stipend scale for part-time faculty. 
 
Part Three referenced job and assignment security for established and part-time faculty.   
 
Part Four referenced advance notification of assignment for part-time faculty. 
 
 
All attendees were assigned a part or parts of the rough draft to review, modify, expand, and 
offer specific remedial options.   
 
Recognizing that mid-term grading is a time-consuming task, members will attempt to have 
the modifications completed by the next meeting of this subcommittee.  These proposals 
will be discussed by the committee at the next formal meeting.   
 
It is the desire of this subcommittee that one or two of these proposals will be finalized for 
formal submission for a formal motion in the near future.     
 
Additional motions will be under consideration for future consideration and submission by 
this subcommittee.
