SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY AND INFORMATION
Students may apply for only one of these scholarship programs. This schol-
arship application (see reverse side) allows you to select one of the two 
award programs. These scholarships are only for students who are trans-
ferring directly from a two-year college and have been accepted for full 
time study at Marquette University. Students who have already earned a 
bachelor’s degree are not eligible for consideration. These award programs 
are renewable provide the recipient maintain a 3.0/4.0 grade point average 
and meets other requirements related to academic progress.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE
1. To be considered for this scholarship, you must have been admitted to 
Marquette University as a full-time student. Transfer students can apply for 
admission using the online application at www.marquette.edu/undergrad.
2. Complete and submit this scholarship application (see reverse side), 
indicating the scholarship for which you are applying.
3. If you are applying for the Phi Theta Kappa Scholarship, you must 
also have your PTK advisor submit a letter of support along with your 
scholarship application.

DEADLINE/TIMELINE
There are no deadlines for these scholarship programs. Scholarship awards 
will be granted on a rolling (first come/first served) basis until funds are 
exhausted.
