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Course Description

This course explores what it can mean for people to respond to the words of Jesus,

“Come, follow me.” We focus on a number of aspects of our call: the importance and

methods, the challenges of discipleship, the examples of contemporary Christians, and

some of the social issues we face today. The course learning objectives are:

e Objective 1 Students will analyze selected experiences of “being called.”

e Objective 2 Students will explore different methods of discernment/prayer through
which the call to discipleship is heard.

e Objective 3 Students will analyze moral responses to the Christian calling.

e Objective 4 Students will recognize the influence of social structures and evaluate
strategies for their reform.
