1965 to 1983. Father Arrupe, like his long-ago predecessor, Ignatius of Loyola, was a
man of vision and conviction. His intellect, compassion and leadership combined in
both obvious and subtle ways to create a powerful example of placing the poor and
marginalized at the center of our concern. Father Arrupe’s famous speech asserting the
absolute priority of Jesuit education to be the formation of “[women and] men for

others” is now the standard to which we hold ourselves accountable.

In the spirit of Father Arrupe, this year’s Mission Week theme is Faith Doing Justice,
reflecting our commitment to a Marquette education that integrates intellectual

rigor, spiritual depth and concrete action for a more just and peaceful world. A wide
selection of events has been designed to explore each of these important dimensions of
Marquette, and we encourage you to take advantage of as many programs as possible.
The success of Mission Week ultimately can be judged by the way God’s spirit of Faith

As we celebrate Mission Week at
Marquette, Christians enter into
the holy season of Lent, the forty
days of preparation leading to the
celebration of Easter. Lent begins
today, Ash Wednesday, and its
observance traditionally includes
the practices of prayer, fasting and
almsgiving. Non-Christian faith
traditions, though not observing
Lent, include almsgiving as an
integral part of their beliefs as well.
These alms are all given in the spirit
of justice to our neighbor and it

is therefore in this spirit thar we
invite all members of the Marquerte
community to a common “Day of
Alms.” Monetary donations will be
collected in residence halls, campus
departments and dining facilities
on this day, and all donations will
be given 1o La Sagrada Familia,
the Milwaukee Archdioceses sister
parish in the Dominican Republic.
