

Accessible Parking Policy:
As an urban, downtown campus, parking spaces are at a premium at Marquette University.  This means parking is neither free nor automatic for any student (including students with disabilities) on Marquette’s campus.  In order for students with disabilities to be eligible for access to University handicap parking spaces, students must:

1.  Possess a valid state-issued disabled parking permit/plate.  (For an application for disabled parking license plates, Wisconsin residents may visit the State of Wisconsin website at http://www.dot.wisconsin.gov/drivers/vehicles/disabled/displate.htm)

2. Complete and pay for the appropriate Marquette University Parking Permit application each semester.  (Applications can be found at:  http://www.marquette.edu/parking/index.shtml)
Once the above is complete, students will be granted priority consideration on their campus parking assignment and will be permitted to park in any available designated disabled parking space in campus parking lots.  This status will only apply to those individuals who properly display their state-issued disabled parking permit/plate along with their valid Marquette University parking permit.
