Arts and Sciences:

· Biological Sciences

Visiting Research Programme (VRP) – Centre for Maritime Research and Experimentation (CMRE)
Student interns will contribute to CMRE’s core competencies and current projects in Italy. Projects include research in topics including underwater acoustics, sensors and signal processing, and more. Assignments last at least 3 months and include a monthly stipend of 1,000 EURO. Application deadline is ongoing.  

Research Exchange Program – Center for Dark Energy Biosphere Investigations (C-DEBI)
C-DEBI funds facilitate scientific coordination and collaborations by supporting student, postdoctoral, and faculty to build, educate, and train the deep subseafloor biosphere community. Funds can be used to support research or travel to present or collaborate. Up to $10,000. Deadline is continuous. 

Research Experiences for Undergraduates: Summer Program – Cary Institute of Ecosystem Studies
This program trains students in ecology research, application, communication, and education. Skills are built in workshops, seminars, panel discussions, and teaching activities. $5,5000 for 10 weeks, room and board included. Application deadline is January 29. 

Summer Internship Program – Monterey Bay Aquarium Research Institute
This 10-week program allows students to study in areas such as mechanical engineering, sensor development, oceanography, geology, and microbiology. Application due February 22. 

Student Grant Program – Evolving Earth Foundation
This program supports student research in earth science. $3,000. Application due March 1. 

Research Experience for Undergraduate (REU) Program – Louisiana Universities Marine Consortium (LUMCON) 
Students will spend the summer in Louisiana conducting mentored research projects. Projects can include topics such as biogeochemistry, habit forming species, and microbial ecology. $25,000. Application due March 1. 

ASPB Summer Undergraduate Research Fellowships – American Society of Plant Biologists (ASPB)
Undergraduates will conduct mentored research in plant biology and present research at the ASPB annual meeting. $4,000. Application due March 28. 

Summer Program for Undergraduate Research (SPUR) – University of Oregon (UO)
Students participate in research in Life Sciences during the summer; the program will stress training in experimental approaches, methodological skills, strategic design, creative and critical reasoning, and scientific communication. A stipend for 10 weeks of work. Applications taken until spots are filled (most likely early April).

AMS Student Research Fellowship – American Microscopical Society (AMS) 
Funds will support any summer undergraduate research project related to microscopy. $1,000. Application due April 9. 

Robert W. Young Award for Undergraduate Student Research in Acoustics – Acoustical Society of America (ASA)
4 awards of up to $500 are available for student research projects. Application due September 13. 

· Chemistry

ACS Scholars Program – American Chemical Society (ACS)
Awards are made to underrepresented minority students majoring in undergraduate chemistry-related disciplines. Up to $5,000 per academic year. Applications due November 1. 

· Computer Science

Women in Technology Scholarship – Adobe Systems Inc. 
This scholarship recognizes outstanding undergraduate female students in the field of computer science. $10,000 + a Creative Cloud subscription, Adobe Research mentor, and an opportunity to interview for an Adobe internship. Application due September 27. 

CRA Outstanding Undergraduate Researchers Award – Computing Research Association (CRA) 
Students are awarded for outstanding potential in computing research. Students will use awarded funds to attend a conference of their choice. $1,500. Deadline for application is October 16.

· Economics

Economics Program – Division of Social and Economic Sciences
This program supports research designed to improve the understanding of the processes and institutions of the U.S. economy and of the world system. Faculty mentors can gain funds toward undergraduate research opportunities. Application deadline is August 18.  

· English


· History

Zeidler Scholarships – Frank Zeidler Academic Awards for Research Papers in Wisconsin Labor and Working-Class History – Wisconsin Labor History Society (WLHS)
An annual competition for the best original research papers about Wisconsin labor and working-class history. $500 undergraduate prize. Application deadline is January 8. 

Internships with the Cold War International History Project – Cold War International History Project (CWIHP)
This internship in Washington, D.C. involves digitizing, describing and uploading historical documents; conducting Cold War research; editing document collections; etc. Students can earn academic credit. Deadline for application is March 30 (summer semester), July 22 (fall semester), and November 1 (spring semester). 

· Languages, Literatures and Cultures

10-Month Program – Inter-University Center for Japanese Language Studies (IUC)
Students attend classes September through June; students devote themselves fulltime to study of the Japanese language. $7,000 scholarship toward tuition. Application deadline is January 15. 

Marianna McJimsey Award – AsiaNetwork
This contest invites students to apply who have written papers dealing with research about Asia. $200 prize with publication in the ASIANetwork Exchange and registration/lodging for attendance at the annual conference. Application due February 1. 

Saboohi I. Khan Award – American Folklore Society (AFS)
Students can send in paper reflecting scholarly research in the field of Asian and/or Asian American folklore and folklife. $500. Application deadline is July 15.

· Mathematical and Statistical Sciences

Fields Undergraduate Summer Research Program (FUSRP) – Fields Institute for Research in Mathematical Sciences 
For 9 weeks, students work on research solving math-related, real-life problems. Applications due January 24. 

· Military Science

National Defense Science and Engineering Graduate (NDSEG) Fellowship – American Society for Engineering Education (ASEE)
This award aims to increase the number of United States citizens trained in science and engineering disciplines of military importance. Undergraduates are encouraged to enter graduate school for military research and development. Monthly stipends of $3,200. Deadline for application is due November 2. 

· Naval Science

Research Experiences for Undergraduate (REU) – Northern Arizona University 
Students will work in Flagstaff, AZ over the summer months with researchers in physics, astronomy, and naval sciences. Students will also attend a seminar series twice a week. $5,775 and up to $700 for travel expenses. Housing is included. Application deadline is January 31.  

Naval Research Enterprise Internship Program – American Society for Engineering Education (ASEE) 
This 10-week internship provides students with the opportunity to participate in research at a Department of Navy laboratory during the summer. $7,000 for new undergraduates. Deadline application is November 30. 

· Philosophy

Evert Willem Beth Foundation Fund – Koninklijke Nederlandse Akademie van Wetenschappen (KNAW) 
The foundation funds research projects and symposiums with a focus in logic and philosophy. Applications are continuous.  

· Physics

LeRoy Apker Award – American Physical Society (APS)
This award recognizes the outstanding achievement of undergraduate physicists. $2,000-$5,000. Nominations due June 1.  

· Political Science

Summer Internship – Survey Research – National Opinion Research Center (NORC)
Spend 9 weeks in Illinois over the summer collaborating with industry experts to create insights that inform public policy decisions on projects that focus on public health, education, health care, or economics. $20/hour. Application deadline is January 22. 

· Psychology

Undergraduate Research Grants – Psi Chi (National Honor Society in Psychology) 
These grants should be used to help defray direct costs of the student’s original, empirical research project. $1,500-$3,500. Applications are due January 15, May 1, and October 15.

David Caul Graduate Research Grants – International Society for the Study of Trauma and Dissociation 
Undergraduate psychology students can apply to gain funding in support of research that is primarily concerned with dissociation or closely related topics. Up to $1,500. Deadline for application is May 31. 

General Psychology Mary Whiton Calkins Grant – American Psychological Foundation (APF)
This grant supports research that fits into the broad category of general psychology and prefers projects that involve undergraduates. Up to $4,000. Deadline for application is May 31. 

· Social and Cultural Sciences

Off the Beaten Track – Summer School for Anthropologists – Expeditions, Research in Applied Anthropology
Students and faculty can apply to research ‘in the field’ on the islet of Gozo in the Mediterranean. €20,000 scholarship to cover tuition. Application due January 5. 

Bert and Sally de Vries Fellowship – American Schools of Oriental Research (ASOR)
Students will participate on an archaeological research project in Jordan. $1,500. Application due February 1. 

FSSS Student Research Grants – Society for the Scientific Study of Sexuality
Funds can be used to support any research project, including a thesis project, in the realm of gender and sexuality studies. Up to $1,000 for undergraduates, $2,000 for graduate students. Application deadline is March 15. 

Sylvia Forman Prize for Student Papers – Association for Feminist Anthropology (AFA), American Anthropological Association (AAA)
Students can submit papers in all four subfields of anthropology, based in topics such as feminist analysis of education, sexuality, and religion. Cash prize. Application deadline is May 1. 

Hong Kong: Hong Kong and China Studies – Institute of International Education
Grantees will conduct research and/or collaborate with Hong Kong academic and research institutions. Projects should focus on Hong Kong and/or relations with mainland China. Grants are for 5 to 10 months. $31,350-$65,700. Application deadline September 15. 

· Peacemaking

Summer Undergraduate Nonproliferation Internship – Middlebury College
Participants conduct research on issues related to the spread and control of weapons of mass destruction and regional security issues in the Middle East, Asia, and the former Soviet Union. Paid, but housing is not included. Application deadline is February 19. 

Alexia Student Grants – Alexia Foundation for World Peace
Undergraduate student photographers take three classes at Syracuse University’s S.I. Newhouse School of Public Communications where they produce substantial bodies with the goal of promoting world peace and cultural understanding. $1,000. Application deadline is October 5.

CFA Institute September 11 Memorial Scholarship Program – CFA Institute
To assist dependent children, spouses or domestic partners of those who died due to the September 11 attacks, these scholarships are for those studying in finance, economics, accounting or business ethics. $25,000. Deadline for application is June 15.

Student-Faculty Fellows Program: Engaging Asia – AsiaNetwork 
Faculty mentors and their students will be able to develop projects related to current global issues in an Asian context, interact and collaborate with the people of Asia, and practice professional and practical skills. Must be a member of the U.S. ASIANetwork. $5,000 per mentor and student. Application due December 1.

Summer Research Internships – Resources for the Future (RFF)
Students with a background in social or natural sciences and economics can apply for a 10-week internship in Washington, D.C.  Students will prepare for a career in academic and policy-relevant research. $15/hour. Application due March 8.

Students should have an interest in human rights, democracy, and social justice in Latin America. $18/hour. Application deadline is March 1, June 1, and November 20.

Summer internships are given in topics including but not limited to animation, children’s programming, scripted series, and virtual reality. $4,800. Deadline for application is January 22.

· Teacher Education

Student Research Grants Program – Society of Wetland Scientists (SWS)
This grant aims to develop and encourage wetland science by providing support to science education students for curriculum development and research. $1,000. Deadline for application is March 8. 

E. Leonard Jossem International Education Fund – American Association of Physics Teachers (AAPT) 
These grants provide support of international programs dealing with the teaching and learning of physics. Funding should facilitate interactions and exchanges between U.S. physics educators and/or students those in developing countries. $200-$2,000. Materials are due by the beginning of summer.  

· Educational Studies

Fellowships Program – Ford Foundation
These fellowships are for students from any field with a strong interest in teaching and research. This grant works to increase faculty diversity at universities. Applications are accepted continuously. 

Undergraduate Student Education Research Training Workshop – American Educational Research Association (AERA)
This fellowship is for students who plan to pursue studies in education research. Areas of study include but are not limited to children and youth, schooling issues, higher education, education policy, curriculum and instruction, and education leadership. Candidates may come from a broad range of fields across the arts and sciences. Application deadline is November 8.

· Biomedical Engineering

Student Design and Research Award – Biomedical Engineering Society (BMES)
Biomedical Engineering students will attend the BMES annual meeting to have their work noticed in an effort to launch their careers. Up to $500 for travel expenses. Application deadline is May 1. 

· Civil, Construction, and Environmental Engineering

AISES Summer Internship Program – American Indian Science and Engineering Society (AISES)
This program provides students with applied work experience in these 10-week summer positions. Positions included work in test labs responsible for game technology, transmission services working in engineering, and a product lab working with structural wood products. Students must be an enrolled member or descendent of an American Indian tribe, Alaskan native, or Hawai’ian native. Application deadline is January 31.  

J. Waldo Smith Hydraulic Fellowship – American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE)
This fellowship is of students in civil engineering who plan to continue their formal education and are engaged in the study of experimental hydraulics. $4,000 +1,000 for equipment. Application deadline is February 10. 

O.H. Ammann Research Fellowship in Structural Engineering – American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE)
Students work on research projects approved by the fellowship. At least $5,000. Application deadline is November 1.

Undergraduate Scholarships – AGC Education and Research Foundation (AGCERF)
Scholarships are for students in construction management and construction engineering programs. $2,500/year. Application deadline due November 1.

· Electrical and Computer Engineering

Summer Undergraduate Program in Engineering Research at Berkeley (SUPERB) – University of California, Berkeley (UC Berkeley)
This program prepares and motivates students in electrical engineering and computer science for graduate school. Students will work on projects related to Responsible Artificial Intelligence. $4,500 with up to $600 for travel expenses. Application deadline is January 31.

UCSD MSTP Summer Undergraduate Research Fellowship (SURF) – Medical Scientist Training Program (MSTP), School of Medicine, University of California, San Diego (UC San Diego)
Students from underrepresented groups in health sciences can apply for an 8-week research fellowship. Students will focus on a faculty-mentored research project in biomedical sciences. $4,160 + $500 travel + housing. Application deadline is January 31.    

Quantitative and Physical Sciences Summer Undergraduate Research Fellowship (QP-SURF) – Southwestern Graduate School
Students participate in an intensive summer research training experience, working on individual research projects in laboratories. $4,000 for 10 weeks, housing included. Application deadline is February 3.   

Summer Research Program – University of California, San Francisco (UCSF)
Students spend up to 10 weeks working with faculty on research projects in a variety of areas such as bioengineering, biomedical sciences, genetics, and cell biology. $4,000 + $500 travel allowance + housing. Application deadline is February 3. 

Summer Research Program – Building Diversity in Biomedical Science – Tufts University School of Medicine (TUSM)
A 10-week research intensive experience, students will get experience in written and oral communication of scientific data and will learn about careers in biomedical science. $4,000 + travel expenses. Application deadline is February 15. 

Summer Undergraduate Research Fellow (SURF) Institutional Fellowships – American Society for Pharmacology and Experimental Therapeutics 
Faculty receive funding to introduce students to pharmacology, toxicology, pharmaceutical, and biological chemistry research. At least $2,800 for 10 weeks. Applications due October 1.  

Summer Research Fellowships – Endocrine Society 
Students will receive a stipend to participate in mentored research projects with the goal of preparing for a career in endocrinology. Application is due December 6.  

· Clinical Laboratory Science 

Student Fellowships – CurePSP – Foundation for PSP/CBD and Related Brain Disease
Students will conduct summer research projects focused on PSP, CBD, and related neurological disorders. $3,000. Application due January 31. 

Student Research Fellowships – Society for Vascular Surgery (SVS)
The purpose of this fellowship is for students to have time to further a research project mentored by a vascular surgeon-scientist. Fellows will work in a mentor’s lab to complete a research project related to audiology or hearing science. $2,500. Application due January 25. 

The Karlind T. Moller Cleft/Craniofacial Scholarship for Speech Pathology/Audiology Students – Cleft Palate Foundation (CPF)
This grant funds undergraduate research projects involving patients with cleft lip/palate and other craniofacial anomalies. $500 + 1-year membership. Deadline for application is October 4. 


Nursing:

Nursing Education Research Grants – National League for Nursing 
This grant supports studies that contribute to the development of the science of nursing education. Up to $30,000. Application deadline is February 4. 

Scholarships – National Black Nurses Association, Inc. (NBNA)
Students can apply for scholarships if they are enrolled in a nursing program. $1,000-$5,000. Application deadline is April 15. 

IntNSA Board of Directors Research Scholar Award – International Nurses Society on Addictions (IntNSA)

· Multidisciplinary or Broad STEM

Short-term Internship – Conseil Europeeen pour la Rechereche Nucleaire (CERN)
Interns will study in Geneva the basis constituents of matter to gain an understanding of how particles interact. Students in the fields of physics, mathematics, engineering, and others may apply for 1-6 month(s) durations. A monthly allowance of 1,516 Swiss Francs. Deadline is continuous.  

Summer Internships in Science and Technology (SIST) – Fermi National Accelerator Laboratory (Fermilab) 
This program is for students majoring in physics, engineering, materials science, mathematics, and computer science. Students will work for an hourly wage over the summer in the Fermilab. Transportation costs are included. $15.83-20.56/hr. Application due January 12.  

AMGEN Scholars Program – Undergraduate Research Center – Sciences
Students interested in any area of biomedical science, chemistry, bioengineering, or chemical engineering can apply for summer research alongside a UCLA faculty mentor. $4,000 for 10 weeks, includes room and board with up to a $500 travel stipend. Application due February 3.

APS/IBM Research Internship for Undergraduate Women and Underrepresented Minorities – American Physical Society (APS)
Underrepresented minority, female students who are majoring in a STEM field are eligible to apply for these research grants in which students will work with an IBM mentor on research projects in California, Texas, or New York. The goal of this grant is to encourage women and underrepresented minorities to pursue careers in science and engineering. Application due February 15.  

Great Lakes Summer Student Fellowship Program – Cooperative Institute for Great Lakes Research (CIGLR) University of Michigan
Students from STEM fields can apply to conduct research related to oceanic and atmospheric environmental sciences. $10,000 including support for travel. Application due February 19. 

SRHRL Internship – American Association for the Advancement of Science (AAAS)
This internship in Washington, D.C. addresses the ethical, legal, and human rights issues related to science and technology. Students should have an interest in the intersection of science, technology, human rights, ethics, and the law. Applications due March 15 and November 15. 

STEM Major Scholarships for Undergraduate Students – AFCEA Educational Foundation 
Students majoring in a STEM field related to the mission of AFCEA, such as computer science, information technology, robotics engineering, and many more. Up to $5,000. Deadline for application is May 31.

Research Experiences for Undergraduates (REU): Sites and Supplements – National Science Foundation (NSF)
This program welcomes proposals for student researchers in any of the research areas supported by NSF (see https://www.nsf.gov/funding/aboutfunding.jsp). Application deadline is the fourth Wednesday in August. 

Science, Mathematics and Research for Transformation (SMART) Scholarship for Service Program – United States Department of Defense (DOD)
An educational and workforce development opportunity for students to gain technical skills in critical STEM fields and support the national security mission of DoD. Up to $27,500 over a maximum of 5 years. Application deadline is December 1. 

· General, Broad, or Multidisciplinary 

Somers Research Internship on Long-Term Care and Aging – National Academy of Social Insurance (NASI)
Students studying health policy, public policy, social work, economics, etc. can apply for this 12-week summer internship in Washington, D.C. $4,500. Application due January 22. 

Folklife Internship – North Carolina Arts Council
This internship includes opportunities to work within fields such as public programs, field research with folklife projects, grantsmanship, financial planning, and publicity. $5,000 for three months. Application deadline is March 1.

Internships – Buffalo Bill Center of the West
Summer internships include work in fields such as conservation, history, ecommerce, marketing, public relations, and digital media. $12.50/hour for 10 weeks, $500 housing stipend. Application deadline is March 1.
