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General Description

This program is the electronic version of the Index Thomisticus, the print concordance to every Latin word in every work by St. Thomas Aquinas with a supplement containing the complete works in their original Latin (located in Memorial Library at call number

B 765 .T53 Z85 1974). It contains the database of Aquinas' entire corpus that was used to create the Index Thomisticus, and permits users to search it directly, in ways not possible with the printed concordance alone.  It also permits the printing and downloading of passages from the corpus. In addition to all 118 texts traditionally attributed to Aquinas (including 18 which were probably not in fact written by him), it includes 61 writings of other medieval authors belonging to his cultural milieu, to permit comparisons between Aquinas and his contemporaries.

Altogether, the database includes over 10 million words.  Each of these Latin words has been "hypertextually" linked to all other inflections of that same word in the database, so that searching for all inflections of a given word can be done easily and quickly.

The database is searched using the Index Thomisticus Manager software, which was written especially for this purpose. Because it is rather awkward and complex to use,  it is very important for users to read` these instructions carefully and completely before using the program. The program is contained on a CD-ROM and is loaded on the Raynor Memorial Libraries’ library area network.  Access to the Index Thomisticus is available from the Raynor Library PCs, however,  only one user at a time can access the program.

Entering the Program

1. From the Marquette University Libraries web page (http://www.marquette.edu/library/), click on the option “Journal Articles, Databases, & Other E-Resources”.   Select the Theology category and click on the Search button.  Scroll down the list to “Index Thomisticus” and click on this title.  

2. The program's title screen will appear within several moments. At lower center is a bracketed "button" with OK in it.  The brackets are white instead of black--this indicates that this button is the default command, i.e. the command that will be executed if you simply press Enter.  Or you can use the mouse to click on the button, which will also cause the command represented by the button to be executed.

3. The main program screen will appear.  Across the top are the names of pop-down menus. The first letter of each menu name is highlighted in red.
To open a menu, use the mouse to click on its name, or hold down the Alt key while typing the red first letter of its name.

4. Open the Options menu by clicking on it or by pressing Alt-O. Then select -Hypertext reading from this menu by clicking on it or just by pressing Enter.  This will turn off the default setting of the display format from "inner hypertext" format to "plain text" format, which is much easier to read. Once you have turned "inner hypertext" off, the hypen (-) in front of the Hypertext reading menu choice will disappear, and it will remain off for your entire session. However, when you exit from the program. "inner hypertext" format is automatically turned back on; so, unfortunately, you will have to begin every session by turning it off.

Selecting Where to Search

1. Open the Query menu by clicking on its name or by pressing Alt-Q.

2. Choose the menu option Where to search by clicking on it or by pressing the W key.

3. A list of all texts in the database will appear.  The first item in the list, numbered 000, should be selected if you want to search all the texts in the database simultaneously.  In the rest of the list, some large texts are subdivided into separate units, and some smaller texts are combined into single units. For example, the Summa Theologiae is divided into four units (007-0010), while the Sententia Libri Ethicorum (053) and the Tabula Libri Ethicorum (054) are combined into a single unit--selecting either 053 or 054 means you will search both simultaneouslv.  Near the beginning of the Thomae Aquinatis Opera Omnia booklet at the Information Desk is a list of all texts in the databases in numerical order. Those that are combined into a single unit for searching are bracketed together with a square bracket on the right.

4. Move to the desired text in the list by pressing the down-arrow key, and/or the PgDn key, or by using the mouse.  Then click on the OK button, or just press Enter, to select that text for searching and return to the main program screen.

Note: The database contains not only all the authentic works of Aquinas (texts 001-100), but also all texts that have been dubiously attributed to Aquinas (texts 101-118. "Dubiae Authenticitatis"), plus many texts by Aquinas' contemporaries (texts 119-179, "Opera Aliorum Auctorum").  Unfortunately, there is no way to search just the authentic works of Aquinas as a whole. You must search all the texts, including the dubious texts and the texts by other authors. or you must search a single unit.

Searching for a Single Lemma

1. Open the Query menu by clicking on it or by pressing Alt-Q. then select Search word(s) from the menu by clicking on it or by pressing the S key.

2. The search screen will appear, with the cursor at the beginning of the field for the first search term, labeled  FORM 1.  Enter an exact and complete version of the Latin word you wish to search for. Unless you specify otherwise (see Searching for Exact Forms below),

the program will retrieve all grammatical variations of this word.  For example, entering the singular form of a noun will also retrieve the plural form; entering one particular conjugation of a verb will retrieve all other conjugations, etc. This is known as searching by lemma.

Note: However counterintuitive it may seem, lemma searches are executed much faster than exact form searches. Whenever possible, search by lemma rather than exact form.

3. Notice that the OK button at the bottom of the screen is the default command. To verify that you are finished entering search terms, click on OK with the mouse, or just press Enter.

4. The main program screen will appear, with a new set of control buttons along the bottom. Just above the control buttons is a line representing the.search you have entered. On the left is the term to be searched.  On the right is the number of the text to be searched. Immediately to the right of this number is the letter L, followed by the number 1 in between bracketed plus [+] and minus [-] signs. This number between the signs is the number of lines of context you will see when the results are displayed.  The default is 1, which means that, in addition to the line containing the search term, each retrieved passage from the full text will consist of the one line immediately before, and the one line immediately after the line containing the search term.  You can increase the number of lines of context you willsee by pressing the plus (+) key, or decrease it by pressing the minus (-) key.  If you increase the context number to 2, you will see the two lines before, and the two lines after the line containing the search term--i.e. five lines total for each retrieved passage.
5. The cursor will now be at the bottom left of the screen, on the default control button, Start.
To execute the search, click on this button or just press Enter.

6. The first retrieved passage will appear.  You can use the Next and Prev control buttons at the bottom of the screen to move through the retrieved passages. Each passage will appear on the screen by itself, one at a time. Unfortunately, there is no way to display a list of passages, and no way to "jump" over many passages at once. If you retrieve 100 passages, you will have to press Alt-N or click on the Next button 100 times to see them all; if you are at the 50th passage, you will have to press Alt-P or click on the Prev button 49 times to get back to the first passage (or you could just re-execute the whole search, which sometimes is faster).  If you retrieve many passages, it is better to download the results and then upload them into a word processing program, where they are much more easily manipulated.

Components of a Displayed Passage

1. The first line across the top of the passage, just under the menu bar, tells you where the passage displayed below is located in the full text. At left is the number of the text, followed by an abbreviation for the title of the text, followed by the spelled-out title of the text.
At right is a series of two-letter codes and numbers indicating the location of the passage within the specified text. To decipher this location symbol, see the separate Key to Text Location Symbols on the last page of this document.

2. The second line across the top of the passage, just under the first line, tells you where the passage displayed below is located in the list of all passages retrieved.  The first passage will always be labeled " 1 of n" where n is the total number of passages retrieved.  The second passage will be labeled "2 of n," etc.  This is the only place that the total number of passages' that your search has retrieved will be indicated.

Note: The passages are always listed in sequential order--the first occurrence in the text listed first, the second listed second, etc. When more than one text is being searched. the results appear in text-number order--passages from text 001 appear first, followed by passages from text 002. etc. Since the texts are numbered so that all the works of Aquinas appear before the dubious works and the works by other authors, it is possible to separate out the results from. Aquinas' authentic texts only by ignoring or deleting any passages at the end that have been retrieved from text number 101 or higher.

3. The third line below the menu bar is the first line of the passage from the full text that contains the search term. How many lines appear in each passage depends on how many lines of context you have selected by pressing plus (+) or minus (-). You can change the context number at any time; the new context number will take effect with the next passage you display. The search term will be highlighted as white letters on black. The text will appear exactly as it appears in the print edition of the Index Thomisticus.

If you click on the nUm button at lower right (or Tab to it and press Enter, or press Alt-U), the line numbers from the print edition will appear to the left of the lines in the passage; select Num again and they will disappear.

4. When you have finished viewing the search results, click on the eXit button at lower right (or Tab to it and press Enter, or press Alt-X) to return to the main program screen.

Searching for Two Lemmas

1. The program permits you to search for a maximum of two terms at once. Unfortunately, there is no way to search for more than two terms at a time. The program permits you to relate these two terms with either of the Boolean operators AND or OR.  Unfortunately, it does not permit use of the Boolean operator NOT.

2. To execute a search using two terms, proceed as outlined above under Searching a Single Lemma. After entering the first term in the FORM 1 field. click on the FORM 2 field, or press Tab to move the cursor to it. Enter the second term.  Remember that you must use a complete and exact form of the Latin word.

3. Below the FORM 2 field appear the Boolean operators OR and AND, each with a space to the left surrounded by parentheses.  OR is the default, so a circle (letter o) appears within the parentheses to the left of it.  If you want to retrieve all passages that contain either or both of the two terms you have entered, leave OR as the selected operator, and click on OK or just press Enter to verify that you have finished entering your search.

4. If you want to retrieve only passages that contain both of the two terms you have entered, you must change the operator from OR to AND. Click on the empty parentheses to the left of AND, or press Alt-N, or Tab to the parentheses to the left of OR and then press the down-arrow key once.  The circle to the left of OR will disappear, and a circle will appear to the left of AND.  

To the right of AND, the DISTANCE field will appear.  Click on it, or Tab to it, and then enter the maximum number of intervening words that may appear between your two search terms.  The default is zero (0)--if you do not enter any number into the DISTANCE field, the program will retrieve only passages where your two search terms appear adjacent to one another (in either order), with no words intervening between them. If you enter 1 in the DISTANCE field, the program will retrieve passages where your two search terms have at most one word intervening between them, including all the passages where they are adjacent.  If you enter 2, the program will retrieve passages where your two search terms have either one, two, or no words intervening between them: etc. The greatest distance you can enter is 99. If you enter a distance less than 10, use a preceding zero before the single digit. For example, to set the distance at 3 words maximum, enter 03. Once you have set the distance, click on OK or just press Enter to verify that you have finished entering your search.

Searching for Exact Forms

Unless you specify otherwise. all searches will be performed by lemma--that is. the program will automatically retrieve all the different grammatical versions of the term(s) you have entered.
Because Latin is an inflected language, most of the time you will want to search by lemma. That way you will not miss a passage where the gender or verb tense happens to cause a word with the same basic meaning to be spelled differently. The connections between words with variant spellings have been painstakingly programmed into the ,database by the scholars who created it--so you can be confident that a human expert has determined how each lemma has been defined. This feature is what makes this database a "hypertextual" one--it has had connections between words based on their meaning, not just their spelling. programmed into it.  Once programmed in, these hypertext connections can be activated by the computer much more quickly than it can mechanically compare spellings of words, so oddly enough, searching for all the variant spellings of a word is much faster than searching for only one particular spelling of a word. Therefore it is strongly advised that you use lemma searching whenever possible, and never conduct an exact form search until after attempting the same search as a lemma search first.

There may be some cases where you are searching for a very specific term or phrase, and a lemma search for it retrieves hundreds of passages, only a few of which contain what you are really seeking. Even in these 343  may be worth it to browse through the hundreds of passages to find those few that you want, for two reasons:  1) you may discover interesting additional passages you never expected to; and 2) as long as it may take to browse through all of them to find the few you want, that may be less time than the exact form search would take!

Should you nonetheless wish to execute an exact form search, enter your search as outlined above, but before selecting OK to verify that you have finished entering your search, click on the bracketed box next to SEARCH BY FORM (or Tab to it and press the Spacebar, or press Alt-F) to make an X appear between the brackets. The search term(s) you have entered will now be searched for only in the exact spelling(s) you have used. To return to lemma searching, click on the bracketed [X] again (or Tab to it and press the Spacebar again, or press Alt-F again); the X will disappear.

Note: Exact form searches using two terms with the AND operator can take a very long time to execute. A test search for two exact forms in a single, moderately-sized text took over ten minutes to execute; executing the same search in all 179 texts simultaneously could literally take hours--and there is no guarantee that any matching passages would be found after waiting all this time. Unfortunately, there is no way to interrupt a search once it has commenced that does not crash the entire system (and often, after a system crash, the program will not work again until a technical expert can repair it). Please do not commence a search unless you are prepared to wait for it to be completed, and once it has commenced, please do not press any keys or otherwise attempt to interrupt it. Whenever you are uncertain about how to proceed, please consult a reference librarian.

Printing and Downloading

To print results from Index Thomisticus, it is best to download the retrieved passages and their locations into a file on a disk and then print the contents of the file using Windows’ Notepad or WordPad, or a word processing program like Microsoft Word.  
Downloading Procedure

1. After executing a search and examining the retrieved passages, set the context number as desired by pressing plus (-i-) or minus.  The value you select for the context number will determine how large the retrieved passages will be when downloaded. The higher you set the context number, the larger each passage will be. and therefore the longer it will take to download all the retrieved passages. and the larger the resulting file will be. Increasing the context number from 1 to 5, for example, will result in a file that is about ten times larger. and that will take about ten times longer to download. If your search has retrieved hundreds of passages (which is not uncommon). increasing the context number can cause downloading to take literally hours rather than several minutes. And as with searching. once downloading has commenced it cannot be interrupted. Always set the context number at the lowest number that will serve your purposes. and leave it at the default value of 1 whenever possible.

2. Click on the eXit button (or Tab to it and press Enter, or press Alt-X) to return to the main program screen.

3. Insert your formatted floppy disk into the proper drive A.

4. Open the Options menu by clicking on it or by pressing Alt-O. Select file Name from the menu by clicking on it or by pressing the F key.

5. A FILE NAME box will appear with the default file name TOMLOG.TXT already entered. Press the Delete key until this default file name is entirely erased. Enter the letter of the disk drive you are using (A if you are using a 3 1/2 inch disk, B if you are using a 5 1/4 inch disk). followed by a colon (:), followed by the name you would like the file to have on your floppy disk. This file name can be no longer than sir characters (but it can be fewer than six characters if you want). For example, if you are using a 3 1/2 inch disk, you might enter the following in the FILE NAME box: a:myfile. Do not leave any spaces in the file name.

Note: You must not enter any characters beyond the period (.) in the FILE NAME box. This is due to an error built into the program that we cannot correct. The program instructions indicate that it is acceptable to enter an up-to-three character file name extension after the period, but doing so may create a file that cannot be accessed by any software. Therefore you must limit your file names to six characters maximum. Choose your file names carefully: pick names that will remind you of the specific search that generated the results downloaded into the file, preferably names that you can remember.  It is a good idea to write down the name you have given each downloaded file for future reference.

6. Once you have entered a file name, click on the OK button, or just press Enter. The file name has now been set and you will be returned to the main program screen.

7. Open the Query menu by clicking on it or by pressing Alt-Q. Select Print search from this menu by clicking on it or by pressing the P key. The search entry screen will reappear, but will now be titled CHOICE FOR PRINTING at the top. Click on the OK button, or just press Enter, to confirm that you wish to download the search you have most recently executed.

8. The word Running will appear at lower right while the download is in progress. Do not touch any keys on the keyboard until the word Running disappears, leaving you back at the main program screen. The download is now complete, and your floppy disk now holds a file with the name of six or fewer characters that you have given it that contains all the passages retrieved by your search.

Printing the Contents of a Downloaded File

Your downloaded file is in ASCII text format.  This is a universal format that can be accepted and manipulated by almost all operating systems and word processing programs.   You can edit and/or print it out using Windows’ NotePad or Microsoft Word.  Also, once you have transformed your file into a word processing document, you can page through the retrieved passages it contains much more easily and quickly than you could within the Thomae Aquinatis Opera Omnia program.
Sources of Additional Help

Within the program, you can access the online help manual by clicking on the Help menu or by just pressing the F1 function key at the upper left of the keyboard.  The help manual is itself a hypertext document. You can click on any term currently displayed on the screen that is highlighted in blue and you will instantly move to the help screen on that topic. You can also use the buttons along the right side of the screen to navigate through the various topics, by clicking on them, or by holding down the Alt key while pressing the first letter of their names (highlighted in white), or by pressing Tab to move to the desired button and then pressing Enter.

Note: Unfortunately, as described above, there are some errors in the program. Occasionally the help manual will suggest methods which will not work due to these errors. Please refer to the above instructions first, and follow these instead of the help manual whenever the two disagree.
