In the event of 

an emergency, the Undersigned grants permission to Marquette to administer first aid and/or to obtain 

emergency medical treatment for Participant.  The Undersigned agrees to pay all expenses incurred due 

to any emergency involving Participant in conjunction with the Activity. 

The Undersigned therefore agrees to assume and take on all of the risks, except for those risks 

specifically created by the causal negligence of Marquette, in any way associated with the Activity.  The 

Undersigned also understands that this Release binds heirs, executors, administrators and assigns of 

the Participant.
