Claire Dederer’s
previous books are the critically acclaimed Love and Trouble: A Midlife Reckoning (Knopf, 2017) and
Poser: My Life in Twenty-three Yoga Poses (FSG, 2010), which was a New York Times bestseller. She
lives in Seattle.
